
	This is a summary of some of the CCS/CIF and Morgan Hill USD athletic eligibility rules. For complete information see the CCS web page at www.cifccs.org and the Morgan Hill USD Board policies pertaining to athletics at each school. 
AGE : May not have attained age 19 prior to June 30 of 11 th grade year.
SEMESTERS OF ELIGIBILITY : Maximum of four seasons of any sport.
OUTSIDE COMPETITION : An athlete may not participate on or represent a non-school sponsored team in the same sport, during the season of that sport, while a member of the Sobrato team.
RESIDENCE: Eligible at school of first entry of 9th  grade.
TRANSFERS: 
· Any student who transfers to a new school on or AFTER the first day of that new school in the fall of 2012 may only apply for residential eligibility under the provisions of the new CIF 201 Transfer rule as approved by the CIF Federated Council on May 4, 2012. (See CIF Bylaw 201.A.3 for enrollment standards establishing a student as a transfer.)
· Any student who transferred in the twelve (12) months prior to the first day of the new school’s 2012 fall school year, has the option to apply for residential eligibility under the provisions provided in the former or new CIF 207 bylaws or may apply under the provision of the new CIF 207 bylaws. The student has the choice to apply under the 2011-2012 residential eligibility bylaw 207, 208, 209 or under the 2012-2013 new residential bylaw 207, 208.
· See the athletic director for the correct forms.
FORIEN EXCHANGE STUDENTS: must fill out paperwork to be eligible. See athletic director for forms.
ENROLLEMENT: Students must have been enrolled in at least 20 semester class units in previous grade period and be enrolled in at least 20 semester class units of course work in the current grade period.
GRADES : Athletes must maintain a minimum of a 2.0GPA in the previous whole grading period. Athletes cannot become academically eligible or ineligible until the next whole grading period.
UNITS TOWARD GRADUATION : Athletes must be making satisfactory minimum progress toward meeting the high school graduation requirements at the beginning of each semester:
